 Cleaning the environment.
 Working with care homes for the elderly.

Number of days: Weekly sessions dependant on the project sourced.
Venue: Usually at the local project site.  These will be visited before the project 

starts and all risk assessments of activities and venue will be completed.

Pastoral care of the young people during the programme and providing 
transport for the students if required.
