
Buggy Build
Brief:

You have to design, build and de-assemble a buggy that can take your team across the “vehicle only crossing point” ahead of you. Your trainer will inform you of the time limit set on this task.

Constraints:

· Nothing may touch the ground of the “vehicle only crossing point” apart from the vehicle’s wheels and the “poling” poles.

· No person may walk across the “vehicle only crossing point”.

· You may only take a maximum of four of your team across at any one time.  This is due to the load restrictions on the buggy and the “vehicle only crossing point”.

· All lashings must be securely checked by your trainer for safety reasons before any load is put onto the buggy.

· The buggy must be de-assembled before the time is up.

Equipment:

· 2 x large blue barrels with hole through centre to take the axle.

· 2 x short poles to act as axles (same length as planks or longer)

· 5 x planks

· 7 x pieces of rope (various length) 

· 1 x 20m rope

· 1 x Poling Poles

· 1 x green tape with pegs for start and 1 x red tape with pegs for the finish

Setting Up:

· Mark out a start line and a finish line, approximately 15m apart. 

· Lay out all the equipment before the start line.

Safety Points:

· No standing up on the buggy
· Maximum of four people on the buggy at a time.

· Trainer to ensure all ropes are checked before “driving” the buggy

· Group need to keep hands free of moving parts when “driving”

· Brief group on appropriate manual handling techniques

· Two people to lift any poles or barrels

· If anyone falls off the buggy, group must immediately stop

· Be aware of possibility of friction burns on ropes when pulling the buggy
· Buggy needs to be stable before it can be “driven”.

· Trainer to choose suitable ground environment for Buggy build i.e. no steep slopes
