Mini Shelters Competition
The Goal:
To design and build a shelter out of all-natural materials which can protect a ball of scrunched up toilet roll from a tropical downpour.
Delivery:
Each group is to break into two sub groups, and the Trainer explains the goal, the key points, and the shelter’s judging criteria. Each sub group is given their own ball of toilet roll. The groups are then given 20 minutes to forage and the design and build their shelter with the goal of keeping their toilet roll dry during a ‘downpour’.
The shelters must have a door/entrance, so that the shelter is reusable. Digging a hole and burying the toilet roll is not an option. The students are free to decide whether they want their shelter to be free-standing or build against a tree, and they are free to decide the size of the shelter too.
Once the time is up, the groups all come together, and all of the Trainers inspect the shelters one at a time, judging them on their design.  A spokesperson from each group will present their design to the group. The Trainers will then release the water to test the efficacy of the shelter. The dryer the toilet roll, the higher the score. This score will be combined with the style score, to give a final score for each shelter.
Equipment:
· Toilet roll
· Natural materials such as twigs, bark, leaves, stones etc (to be foraged). Petals and leaves can be used for decoration
· Bucket/Watering can (to simulate rain) 
Key points:

Shelter Judging Criteria:
· Style/ Design 
· Performance (dryness of the toilet roll)
