Producing a Route Card Using eDofE
· Student signs into their eDofE account. Just one student per group or one student per route ie. day one, day two and so on.
· Go to mapping
· Start new map (this opens up OS mapping)
· Put start grid reference including the letter prefix in search box which gives you a dropped pin
· Click on ”plot” icon and then on your start point. From here you can start to plot your route.
· You must determine beforehand which waypoints are significant and that you want to be included in the route card. 
· On the left side of the screen the waypoints are displayed and are numbered as you carry on plotting your route. When you arrive at one of your significant waypoints then click on the waypoint in this dialog box. This will cause the waypoint details to be shown. Scroll down and you will see “edit”. Click on this and a dialog box will open for you to name the waypoint and fill in the route description. This waypoint, along with the route description will then be displayed on your route card.
· Carry on plotting your route but repeat the process above at each significant waypoint until you reach the campsite.
· Click “save”
· Click on the “route card” tab and the route card will be displayed.
· Complete all the fields at the top of the form (aim, team members, dates, time start, supervisor, number of days, etc.)
· The speed will default to 3 kph but this can be changed if necessary.
· Scroll down to “Route Breakdown”
· You still need to complete general direction box and insert the breaks. Note: use just number of minutes for breaks.
· Click “Save” and that is it job done!
Make sure that you complete a separate route for each day otherwise you will get a route card for the whole expedition that is of little use to anyone! To print, re-click on the “route card” tab and that will take you back to the map. Click on “print” this will open a side window and you can print the map and route card or just route card. Make sure that you click on “print as PDF” to get the normal format.
Note: Once completed the route needs to be sent to the DofE Leader (Mr. Pahl). This is done by selecting the map then selecting the Leader then click “send”. It is important that this route is named before it is sent. For example it is titled,  “Bronze Group 1 Day 1 practice” and so on so that the route can be identified, otherwise there will just be a jumble of routes arriving in Steven’s inbox. I understand that this can all sound a little daunting so please take some time to look at the system beforehand. If you have any questions on the day, please ask and we can work through it together. The important thing is that the routes marked on the map are of a high quality.
