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A teambuilding activity that involves collaboration, problem solving, and creative teamwork. Groups build a structure out of ordinary materials and try to protect a raw egg from breaking when dropped from a high elevation

Group size: 15-30 
Duration: 30 - 40mins 

Resources: Eggs, 1 newspaper, straws, balloons, cellotape, string, blutac, a suitable space to drop eggs from (approx 10 – 15ft height). 

The group is split into teams of 4 to 8 people, depending on the group size. Each group is given a set of resources, detailed below, from which to build a contraption which will protect their egg (raw and unboiled!) when dropped from a height. 

Resources given to each team: 
• 1 egg 
• 1 sheet of newspaper 
• 1 balloon 
• 1m length of string 
• 1m length of cellotape
 • 5 straws 
• 3cm x 3cm square of blutac

Teams are given 25 minutes to design and build their contraption. Teams may request more of a particular item in exchange for something they don’t need (e.g. a team may swap a balloon for another 0.5m length of string). Swaps are agreed by the activity instructor, who can be as fair or unfair as they like! Once the time is up and contraptions are finished (or not!), teams make their way to the launch site. Each team takes it in turn to drop their egg from the height and onto a target below. If the egg breaks, then the team is automatically disqualified. The winning team is the one which successfully protects their egg. If more than one team protect their egg, then the winning team is the one which is closest to the target.
